USE:

GRIPIT 2904 is a mixture of synthetic resins dissolved in solvent, it is designed for use as a general-purpose craft adhesive, e.g. in the making of craftwork, millinery applications and making of lampshades etc.

HEALTH HAZARD INFORMATION

ACCUTE EFFECTS:

SWALLOWED: 
Moderately toxic, ingestion can cause irritation to mouth, throat and stomach.

EYE:
A severe eye irritant. High concentrations of vapours will cause irritation.

SKIN:
Repeated or prolonged skin contact may lead to irritation. Repeated or prolonged skin contact may lead to dermatitic effects. Will have a defatting effect on the skin.

INHALED:
The vapour is an irritant to the mucous membranes and respiratory tract. An anaesthetic. Irritation of the respiratory tract or acute nervous system depression characterised by headache, dizziness, staggering gait, confusion, unconsciousness or coma. Possible CNS effects. If aspirated causes coughing, gagging, distress and rapidly developing pulmonary edema. Misuse resulting in concentrating and inhaling of vapours can be harmful or fatal.

FIRST AID:

PRECAUTIONS FOR USE

EXPOSURE STANDARDS:
No information available for the compounded product, the following related to components of GRIPIT 2904:


TWA is the time weighted average concentration of the work atmosphere for a normal 8-hour workday and a 40-hour workweek, to which nearly all workers may be repeatedly exposed day after day without adverse effect.

ENGINEERING CONTROLS:
Use in a well-ventilated area only. Must be sufficient to maintain concentration below recommended exposure limits. Vapour heavier that air – prevent concentration in hollows or sumps. DO NOT enter confined spaces where vapour may have collected. Local exhaust ventilation system may be required if natural ventilation is inadequate. Use of organic vapour respirator will be required where ventilation is inadequate.

PERSONAL PROTECTION:
Avoid skin & eye contact. Avoid inhaling the vapour, mist or dust. Always wash hands before smoking, eating, drinking or using the toilet. Do not smoke. SPILLS & DISPOSAL:
